Reflect then Act. . .

●​ Act: Identify one uncertainty you are carrying this week, write 
down what belongs to your faithfulness and what belongs only 
to God’s sovereignty, then surrender that to God each morning 
and possibly tell one trusted Christian where you are tempted 
to grasp for control.
